On April 15, 2010 at 6:30 P.M. in the 

Community Room of the High School, the 

League of Women Voters of Tallmadge will 

celebrate the 90th anniversary of the founding 

of the National League (February 1920). To mark 

this special occasion we will be viewing the HBO 

film, Iron Jawed Angels starring Hillary Swank. 

The NLWV partnered with HBO to publicize this 

2004 movie prior to the 2004 national elections. 

The film recounts for a modern audience a key 

chapter in United States history: the struggles of 

suffragists who fought for the passage of the 

19th Amendment which gave women the right 

to vote.  

 

The movie focuses on two young women, Alice 

Paul and Lucy Burns, and their fight to build on 

the previous work of the National American 

Women’s Suffrage Association (NAWSA). In 

1900, Carrie Chapman Catt, founder of the 

League of Women Voters, succeeded Susan B. 

Anthony as the NAWSA president. Anthony saw 

in Catt the passion and strength needed to keep 

the women’s suffrage movement on track. As 

president, Catt created a highly organized 

movement by enhancing the organization and 

educating people about the movement. Catt 

sought to reach out to all women, regardless of 

political affiliation, to help win equal voting 

rights.  

 

One of the many women inspired by Catt’s 

enthusiasm and passion for women’s suffrage 

was Alice Paul. Paul felt that the fight for 

women’s rights was one that required more 

radical and attention grabbing tactics. While 

Catt’s organization worked to galvanize support 

within the states before introducing an 

amendment to Congress, Alice Paul was eager to 

get to the national level as soon as possible and 

she and her followers decided to branch off and 

create the National Women’s Party. Her tactics 

often clashed with those of Catt, who did not 

approve of some of Paul’s daring and 

unconventional methods. Nevertheless, even 

though the two groups were separate, they were 

unified by their common goal.  

 

Iron Jawed Angels is inspiring, edifying, and at 

many points riveting. Take the time to enhance 

your own knowledge of the history of the 

suffragists and join us on April 15, 2010 at 6:30 

P.M. to watch this film. The public is invited. For

Local Land Use, Planning and Zoning 

The Tallmadge League supports the 

Tallmadge Comprehensive Plan for land use 

and supports zoning patterns that create 

and conserve open spaces and preserve 

scenic, historic and cultural resources. The 

League voted to update this position at the 

2001 Annual Meeting. 

 

Government 

The Tallmadge League supports a charter form 

of government that is dependent on the will of 

the voters rather than state government. 

CURRENT LWVT REGIONAL PROGRAM 

 

Environment 

Support of the Lake Erie Basin Committee and of measures 

to preserve and restore Lake Erie and its tributaries. 

 

Land Use Support of: 

1. Continued development of the Cuyahoga Valley National 

Recreation Area and its restoration and preservation as an 

open green area. 

2. Policies to ensure adequate funding, necessary land 

acquisition, preservation of green space, coordination and 

citizen involvement in the Metropolitan Park System serving 

Summit County. 

 

Mass Transit 

Support of mass transportation in Summit County and 

coordination of all land use planning with transportation. 

 

County Government 

1. Support methods that improve the fiscal management 

and the operation of Summit County Government through 

the Summit County Charter. 
a.  Modem and appropriate accounting system with 

timely capital and operation annual budget 
adoptions.  

b.   An executive council form of government. 

c.  Election of department heads who make policy and 

appointments of those who administer policy.  

d.  Appointment of an independent auditor. 

e.  A personnel system based on merit. 

2. Review of countywide tax levies and prevailing system of 

submission of individual tax levies by non-elected boards. 

 

Social Policy 

1. Support of programs for the aged in Summit County, 

including housing assistance (government, voluntary or 

private), financial assistance and social service.  

2. Support for programs that help the mentally retarded to 

meet their basic human needs. 

3. Support an effective planning process, adequate funding 

and provision for the most appropriate treatment and 

services for persons with severe mental disabilities.

PROPOSAL FOR CONCURRENCE  

POSITION ON REGIONALISM  
 

For your consideration and vote at the annual 

meeting in May, please read the following 

proposed modification to LWVT’s current 

program.  The Board is proposing that 

concurrence with the position of the Cuyahoga 

area LWV, which they developed and adopted 

following their 2-year study on regionalism and 

intergovernmental cooperation: 

 

“The League of Women Voters of (Tallmadge) 

supports voluntary intergovernmental 

collaborative agreements which reduce costs, 

foster transparency and accountability, improve 

efficiencies and maintain service standards.  

Such agreements: 

¶ Are appropriate at local, county, 

metropolitan, multiple-county or 

regional levels; 

¶ Should be practical and of manageable 

size; and 

¶ Should demonstrate the 

interconnectedness of all neighboring 

communities.” 

 

By making this modification to our local 

program, we can then take a position if we 

choose on relevant issues.  Examples of 

intergovernmental cooperation would include 

countywide libraries, boards of health, metro 

park or regional transit systems.  Another 

example would be that of a Joint Economic 

Development District (JEDD) such as the one 

Tallmadge has with Brimfield and has been 

beneficial to both communities.
